EAWA PROJECTS

The Elizabethtown Area Water Authonty {EAWA) has
been moving forward on two projects that will add to the
water infrastructure available to the community. The
first project involves the installation of 6,600 feet of new
12 inch diameter pipe on Mill Road. This water main wall
be used to transport raw untreated water from the Cone-
wago Creek 1o the new, expanded water treatment plant,
The new man will replace an existing & inch line,
enabling the Authonty to increase the flow of raw water
to the new plant and double the maximum produchon of
treated water from 200,000 to 1,600,000 zallons per day.
Authority personnel  began  this project dunng  the
summer and will continue the work until 1ts scheduled
completion in 2009,

The second project is the refurbishing and repainting of
the Authonty’s two water standpipes located on Buck-
ingham Boulevard and Ridge Road Both will be
inspected inside and out, repairs will be made as needed
and each tank wall be repainted. The bid for this project
wias awarded in September and the work 1s scheduled to
be completed before the end of the yvear,
